All Iraqi airspace (except ATS routes and Terminal Control Areas) is prohibited for civilian aircraft use. Aircraft are advised to strictly adhere to the route centreline.  Failure to comply with the procedures in this AIP may result in interception by armed coalition fighter aircraft.

a. Para 1.4.1.6.1 Delete para in toto. Insert “Al Asad. Established within a 35nm radius of Al Asad ARP excluding ORAA Class D airspace.  Vertical dimensions are:  from ARP to 5 NM, 3000 AMSL to 11000 AMSL; 5-15 NM, 1000 AMSL to 11000 AMSL; 15-35 NM 3000 AMSL to 11000 AMSL.”
b. Para 1.4.1.6.3 Delete para in toto. Insert “Balad SE. Established within a 55nm radius of the Balad SE ARP excluding ORBD/ORBI Class D airspace, ORAT Class D/E airspace, and airspace north of the Baghdad/Kirkuk ACC boundary (34 degrees 30'). Vertical dimensions are: from ARP to 5NM, 3000 AMSL to 12000 AMSL; 5-15 NM, 1000 AMSL to 12000 AMSL; 15-55 NM 3000 AMSL to 12000 AMSL”. 
c. Para 1.4.2
Amend proposed Iraq airspace classification as follows:
Note – Iraq airspace classification will shortly be changed by NOTAM. The diagram below will depict the new airspace:
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The change from the diagram in the 05 Aug AIP is that the Class E airspace has a ceiling of UNLTD and not FL290 within the confines of the TMAs 

d. Para 1.4.2 Amend DIVISION OF RESPONSIBILITY BETWEEN ATS UNITS diagram as below:
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Amendments are correct representations of the ORTL/ORMM TMA boundaries, correct representation of the ORMM TMA boundary at the FIR boundary and correct representation of the ORBD TMA to the south of ORBI.

3.5.1
Mandatory Routing:  Flights originating and landing within the Baghdad FIR will plan their routing based on the current ATS route structure advising ATC of their intended clearance.  ATC will approve or amend these clearances as required.  Aircraft operators intending to land in Iraq are to flight plan to and from the airports via the mandatory routes listed below. All aircraft shall navigate on the route centerline. No offset tracking is allowed.  Deviations shall not be made without the prior approval of the controlling ATC facility. Levels shall be as instructed by ATC.  Iraq has begun using Reduced Vertical Separation Minima (RVSM) flight levels for all air traffic transiting the Baghdad FIR.  Although RVSM levels are used, Iraq ACCs will continue to provide 2000 FT vertical separation for all aircraft above FL 290.  The use of RVSM levels in Iraq will ensure aircrew are not transferred between RVSM and non-RVSM altitudes when entering and exiting the Baghdad FIR.  The mandatory routings to approved airports are as detailed below
